Likewise, there were
village residents who oppose having recreational marijuana establishments in the village,
including business owners in the community. Also, in attendance were citizens of neighboring
communities who were concerned of the impact such establishments would cause in this
community along with their neighboring communities relating to environment and public safety
issues.

Liss discussed changing ordinance relating to #
of dogs permitted in the Village and how to proceed with this issue.
Presidents Report — Letter was recd. from G. McMullen stating they are opposed to having
recreational Marihuana establishment in the Village. President Sayles addressed question relating
to hunting blind; noted the blind in question is on Twp. Property not Village Property. Fire
department is in need a new representative from the Village. Revisited conversation relating to
business appreciation plan. Announcement of a special mtg. to discuss the Citizen’s ballot
petition which if it passes at August’s election, would allow 2% 22 Recreational Marijuana
Establishments in the Village of VVanderbilt. We will be meeting with the Village Attorney to get
advice as to how to proceed with this Citizen’s referendum. The mtg. will be held on March 14"
at 7pm.
