Commissioners Report – Airshow was a success. Revenue covered expenses. Alpinefest comm. preparing for 2019 Alpinefest. Library project in final stages of completion. Otsego County Lake drain expect to cost $230- $250k for repair/replacement. Currently looking for grant money. Recycling cost is less than anticipated so the mileage will be reduced.  Roof & window repair needed on county bld.
Presidents Report – There will be a 4th of July Parade on Sat. July 4th.  D. Bunker, T. Cherwinski, & S. Williams have been working hard organizing this event.  
Regarding letters of recommendations for appointments, appointments will stand.  I would suggest that if a motion is presented and you have questions please ask, if you miss something or are unsure please ask for things to be repeated.  We wanted everyone to be clear on votes so please speak up at the time if something is unclear. 
Clerk – Our audit is scheduled for Thursday, August 11th.  The trailhead is moving quickly and we they are getting ready for the installation of the new gate.  Entrance gate is needed, this will come out of the Parks & Rec. Budget. We will need cost and need to review the placement of the entrance from the Trailhead park to the children’s park.  R. Cottrell will get prices. 
Street Administrators – Mills Street project was started but delay due the weather.  They should be completing the project soon. OTC will be completing seal coating the Randolph/Summit project this summer; the date is still being determined. The quote from Consumers was $400 less than expected for the streetlights on 27.
