Commissioners Report – Airshow has sch. Sky Hawk Parachute Team for this year’s show.  American Waste won the Recycling bid for OTC. New bins will allow all recycling to be placed in the same bin.  They will also except Styrofoam.  Four bins will be place in Vanderbilt, bins will be emptied on sight (2-3x per week). Electronics can still be recycled for small fee. Electronic recycling is located next to Independent Tires.  There will be a B-2 Outlet; a scratch & dent appliance business going into the old Dress barn location.  There will be a ballot proposal for a new bus which will include a .6 Mileage rate, this proposal will be on August ballot.
Presidents Report – Business appreciation recognizing Mill Street Pizza and the Elkhorn Grill for their community contributions. Both businesses are frequently giving back to the community and offering positive community experiences along with events that promote community giving.  We thank them for all their positive community support.
Clerk – A laptop is needed for back-up work/working from home.  Prices for such equipment will be provided at the next mtg. for approval. Please note that the Marihuana Resolution verbiage referencing Class B grower amounts of 1000 plants listed on the Citizen Petition exceeds the state law of 500 plant and will need to be corrected as these amounts cannot supersede state law.

One from Reith & Reilly in the amount of $78, 585 & one from Payne & Dolan for $52,935; MOTION by Bush supported by Musall to accept bid from Payne & Dolan for Mill Street Project.
